The winner will be announced on May 6, and the job starts on
July 1. The current shortlist of 50 includes people from 22 countries. They include dancers, chefs,
scientists and students and they all want a slice of paradise. Queensland Tourism Minister Desley
Boyle said there was much discussion to narrow down the list to 50. He told reporters, “it boiled down
to...the motivation and professionalism of the applicants and their 'fit' with the job and Tourism
Queensland”.
